Referrals will be managed centrally through CAREINMIND and the service is open to all eligible clients
residing in the Melton and Moorabool local government areas (LGAs) and not limited to host organisation
clients. The CMHN has the flexibility to assess and support clients onsite and deliver outreach services as
required. The CMHN will operate independently from the host organisation managing their own phone calls,
referrals, client notes and management systems. The CMHN receives external supervision and clinical

governance is provided by APMHA.

Applications are open to any primary care provider/organisation located in the Melton and Moorabool LGAs.

This co-location presents an opportunity for primary care organisations that:

e have a high percentage of clients presenting to emergency departments with mental health issues
e have a high proportion of clients experiencing severe and complex mental health issues
e wish to build capacity to manage clients with severe and complex mental health issues including
