Your role as a member of GPEAG
You will be expected to:
· attend four meetings a year, on a weekday between 6pm and 8pm 
· contribute your professional opinion and advice
· contribute effectively to the items presented for discussion and feedback
· complete any pre-reading before attending meetings.
Two meetings will be in person and two will be virtual, using Microsoft Teams. Face-to-face meetings are held at the NWMPHN office in Docklands. The initial term of membership is 12 months with the option to renew for up to three years.
Remuneration
All GPEAG members are remunerated for their attendance in accordance with NWMPHN Stakeholder Reimbursement Policy. Online reading, work and communication required between workshops is remunerated at the same rate.
If members are salaried or remunerated by other organisations for their time on the GPEAG, no further remuneration from NWMPHN shall apply.
